Dear Club Officers,

The Bicycle Access Council is hosting the 6th Annual Pennsylvania Bike Club Conference.  Your club is invited to attend this meeting to learn and share your experience with other Pennsylvania bicycle clubs.  The meeting will be held Saturday, March 29 in York, PA.

The conference is meant to showcase Best Practices.
